It had been a long day, beginning with a 

crack of dawn speech to the 

Salinas/Monterey Community Alliance for 

Safety and Peace followed by day-long meetings with the 

mayor and chief, local academics and a two-hour training I 

led for Court Appointed Special Advocates volunteers. 

  

I was in Salinas for a site visit.  Salinas participates in the 

California Cities Gang Prevention Network, a 13 city 

initiative designed and run by the National League of Cities 

and the National Council on Crime and Delinquency.  In 

addition to Salinas, Network cities include Fresno, Los 

Angeles, Oakland, Oxnard, Richmond, Sacramento, San 

Bernadino, San Diego, San Francisco, San Jose, Santa Rosa 

and Stockton. 

  

Toward the end of the day, two teenagers were shot in East 

Salinas.  One of them, 16-year old, Manuel Perez, a "B" 

student at Salinas High School, was gunned down while 

waiting for a ride to football practice.  The other, 19-year old 
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Santiago Ortiz, a known gang member, was shot and 

wounded.
